Subject:  AB X126 Time Line; Dissolution of Redevelopment Agencies; Successor Agency


With the recent Supreme Court Ruling of AB x126 being upheld, all Redevelopment Agencies through out the State of California must be dissolved by February 1, 2012.  In following the timeline and to ensure strict compliance, the City of Lindsay Redevelopment Agency must dissolve and name a successor agency.  I have attached the League of California Cities legal interpretation of the timeline and how we must transfer and name the City of Lindsay as the successor agency.


With the transition and by naming the City as the successor agency, all debt service incurred through the RDA will be guaranteed upon the successor agency being named and the adopted debt schedule being presented.  All affordability-housing components associated with the RDA, will be transferred to the Tulare County Housing Authority for implementation.

Any remaining assets held under the RDA, will be liquidated at the successor agencies discretion, however with legislative review, some components of the RDA may be revived.

Staff recommends that the board take action to dissolve the Redevelopment Agency, name the City of Lindsay as the successor agency and transfer all affordability housing components to the Tulare County Housing Authority.
